On 14 February 2017, team members of United 
World Cultures Foundation signed a memorandum 
of cooperation with the Institute of Pediatrics, 
Obstetrics and Gynecology under the National 
Academy of Medical Sciences of Ukraine. A good 
beginning for the cooperation was made when 
UWCF provided the Institute with a part of most 
needed pharmaceuticals donated by Arterium. 
Jointly with the staff of B. Braun Medical Ukraine, 
we also handed over some medical consumables 
to the Institute of Pediatrics, Obstetrics and 
Gynecology. 
To mark the International Mother’s Day and 
International Nurses Day, UWCF organized a 
concert in the children’s wing of the Institute of 
Pediatrics, Obstetrics and Gynecology and 
conducted an art practice for kids receiving 
in-patient treatment at the facility and their 
mothers. Festive mood at the event was created 
through the musical performance by the folk music 
group Pervotsvit from Kyiv Children’s Art School 
No. 2 of M.I. Verykivskyi led by Yuliya Hershtun and 
concertmaster Serhiy Konovalenko.

To improve the in-patient treatment conditions for 
children, at the year end UWCF donated new 
acrylic bathtubs to the children’s wing of the 
Institute of Pediatrics, Obstetrics and Gynecology.

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Charity campaign Check Your Pressure was held 
to benefit displaced Donbas residents currently 
living in Dzherelo Recreation Centre, elderly 
people registered at the Bershad Territorial 
Centre providing social services for persons living 
alone, as well as Kyiv residents and visitors to the 
capital, during the campaign Just Like Me that 
took place at Shevchenko Park. Everyone 
interested could have their arterial blood 
pressure measured and receive 
recommendations how to measure it correctly 
and how to prevent hypertension.

UWCF held a range of disease prevention events 
such as medical examination by a volunteer 
family therapist at Rodyna Social Rehabilitation 
Centre, discussions on the influenza prevention at 
Dzherelo Recreation Centre, with residents of 
urban-type settlement Klavdiyevo-Tarasove and 
village Piskivka in Borodyanka District of Kyiv 
Region. 

We also organized some events targeting to 
provide social and psychological support, such as 
a meeting for 30 mothers having little kids with 
Marina Kinakh under the project Happy Mother – 
Happy Child and a master class for little patients 
of the Institute of Traumatology under the 
National Academy of Medical Sciences of Ukraine.

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The project’s main objective is diagnostics and 
prevention of sight disorders.

On 8 July, UWCF joined efforts with AUCHAN 
hypermarket chain and Luxoptica company to 
hold a charity campaign See More – Live Better in 
all 11 AUCHAN hypermarkets operating in 
Ukraine. Over the charity campaign, around 
15,000 people were made aware of the ways how 
to maintain good sight and provided with 
informational leaflets describing first signs of 
vision impairment, containing a set of exercises 
to ease eye strain, prevent myopia and improve 
vision, as well as rules to follow for preventing 
vision impairment. Approximately 8,000 people 
received flyers giving them the right to free 
eyesight diagnostics and a 10% discount for 
optics purchase at any of Luxoptica outlets. 
Approximately 2,000 visitors of AUCHAN 
hypermarkets on that day were offered to have 
free eyesight checks and professional 
consultations from eye care specialists right on 
the site.

Luxoptica and United World Cultures 
Foundation launched all-Ukrainian project Giving 
Care. Around 600 people in Ruzhyn District of 
Zhytomyr Region (residents of the villages of 
Bilylivka, Kotelyanka, Nemyryntsi, Knyazhyky, 
Derhanivka, Yosypivka, Vyshneve and Vilnopillya) 
benefitted from examinations by eye care 
professionals and consultations for preserving 
eye health. A considerable share of respondents 

were diagnosed with 10–40% reduction in vision

examinations, 406 people received free 
eyeglasses manufactured by Luxoptica under 
individual prescriptions. Having come for their 
eyeglasses, Ruzhyn District residents also 
attended a festive concert by Oleksandr Tulinov, 
an accordion player and composer, laureate of 
international and national contests, super finalist 
of such shows as Ukraine's Got Talent 2  and 
Minute of Fame .

Additionally, under the project Giving Care, 
United World Cultures Foundation and Luxoptica 
conducted eyesight checks for the Markov 
multi-child family and fitted them up with new 
glasses.

Within the implementation of the project S hine 
of Happy Eyes, United World Cultures Foundation 
helped Vyacheslav Kasianenko, a 23-year-old 
resident of Avdiyivka, who had suffered from

UWCF carried out charitable campaigns to 
check intraocular pressure for inmates of 
Puhachiv Children’s Residential Care Home (girls 
suffering from mental retardation at the 
imbecility stage and Down syndrome) and for 
residents of Dzherelo Recreation Centre who had 
been forced to leave their homes in the Donbas.
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PROGRAM

Core project under the program 
was the Grand Prix Kyiv 2017, an 
international youth competitive 
festival of classical dance that took 
place for the third time at the Taras 
Shevchenko National Opera of 
Ukraine on 24 to 26 March. 57 boys 
and girls from Ukraine, Germany, 
Japan, USA, Norway and Moldova 
fought for the title of the most 
talented performers. The festival’s 
gala concert also featured the 
premiere of La Péri ballet staged by 
Vladimir Malakhov and performed 
by students of Kyiv State Ballet 
School.

Following a year-to-year tradition, 
UWCF as the event’s co-organizer 
invites children with special needs, 
children of ATO participants and 
internally displaced children to the 
gala concert of the ballet festival. In 
2017, UWCF purchased 565 tickets 
and handed them over to Rodyna 
Public Organization of Disabled 
People, INGO Social Harmony, NGO 
All-Ukrainian Organization on IDPs 
Affairs. In the National Opera’s main 
hall UWCF set up arts- and 
photo-areas where children could 
enjoy drawing master classes and 
have fun with face painting.

On the occasion of the Year of Japan in Ukraine and 
45th anniversary of sister-city relations between Kyiv 
and Kyoto, Kyiv residents and visitors to the capital 
were offered the opportunities to learn more about 
Japan’s cultural diversity. With UWCF support, 3 
concerts took place featuring students of Kyiv State 
Ballet School, Terada Ballet Art School, as well as 
honoured artists and people’s artists of Japan and 
Ukraine.

1 April was marked in Kyiv by the amazing 
friendship concert of Terada Ballet Art School (Kyoto, 
Japan) and Kyiv State Ballet School (Ukraine) hosted by 
the Kyiv National Academic Theatre of Operetta. At 
the invitation of United World Cultures Foundation, 
special kids from Rodyna Public Organization of 
Disabled People, children of ATO participants, and 
Kyiv schoolchildren joined this cultural exchange.

On 27 May, concerts to celebrate the Day of Kyiv 
took place in the building of the Golden Gate and on 
28 May at the Sophia Square. The concerts’ program 
featured traditional Japanese dances of yamagaeli, 
nagauta, and the ballet Pictures from the Exhibition  
performed by Ranko Fujima, Nobuhiro Terada, 
Ranshou Fujima, Rensei Fujima, and students of Kyiv 
State Ballet School.

In March 2017, UWCF funded 4 trips for students of the Music School of 
Avdiyivka City Council, to participate in two region-level contests – Bakhmut 
Spring (Bakhmut, Donetsk Region) and Silver String (Kramatorsk, Donetsk 
Region). Furthermore, in September UWCF made it possible for the vocal 
group Children of Donbas of Avdiyivka Music School to participate in the 3rd 
youth festival of patriotic songs Glory to the Heroes, having taken place in 
Zolotonosha, Cherkasy Region, through covering all expenses associated with 
the trip.

UWCF greeted little residents of Avdiyivka on the International Children’s 
Day and joined culture and education departments of the Military and Civil 
Administration of Avdiyivka in holding a festive event Planet of Children’s 
Smiles that took place on 1 June 2017 in Shevchenko Boulevard in Avdiyivka. 
The event brought together schoolchildren, kindergarten pupils, and parents 
with little babies. Hosts of the show assisted by Smeshariki costumed 
characters navigated some active games and master classes for kids. After all 
outdoor games and contests, the event moved forward to the assembly hall of 
Avdiyivka school No. 6 where the local stage hosted performances by the 
school’s creative groups and ensembles, students of the music school, the 
Coke Plant’s Palace of Culture, and the Children and Youth Creative Centre.

UWCF provided all little participants of the show and contest prizewinners 
with gifts such as arts and crafts sets, entertaining games, and treated kids to 
some sweets.

To improve the material and technical base of 
Puhachiv Children’s Residential Care Home, we 
donated an ultrasonic dishwashing machine with 
drying function for the facility’s dining room, as 
well as some office equipment and a karaoke 
system with a microphone for Montessori Child 
Development Center.

Co-organized by UWCF, a children drawing 
contest Drawing My Dream was hosted by Kyiv City 
Rehabilitation Centre for Children with 
Disabilities . Around fifty wonderful artworks were 
sent by children of 4 to 18 years old to participate in 
the contest. 9 prizewinners were found – 3 per each 
of the 3 age categories and 2 audience awards. 
Following the contest’s concept, United World 
Cultures Foundation fulfilled a dream for each of 
the winners by giving the very gift they had drawn. 
Despite that only 11 children won top prizes, all the 
contest’s participants received certificates, paints 
and balloons.

Just before 1 September, UWCF congratulated 9 
of the facility’s inmates who were about to become 
first-graders at comprehensive schools. At a 
solemn ceremony, the children were given 
first-grader’s school kits: backpacks, exercise 
books, albums, pencils, felt-tip pens, paints, etc. As 
usual, active involvement was a must, so the 
facility’s team held a master class for making 
bookmarks.

Together with our friends, volunteers from 
International NGO Social Harmony, UWCF team 
visited Bila Tserkva Children’s Residential Care 
Home and donated a laptop for studying purposes, 
and together with detdom.info team we visited a 
municipal educational institution, K orostyshiv 
Specialized Comprehensive Residential School 
under the Zhytomyr Regional Council , where we 
organized open-air picnics. Besides, some 
computer equipment was donated to Berizka 
pre-school educational institution No. 7 operating 
under the Pereiaslav-Khmelnytskyi City Council.

On 10 to 29 October, as part of the young artists’ 
festival, the Mystetskyi Arsenal (Arsenal of Ideas) 
hosted an exhibition Children of the World  
initiated by United World Cultures Foundation to 
show everyday lives of children in various 
countries. The photo exhibition featured works by 
travelling photographers who take pictures of 
children across the globe. On 26 October, UWCF 
jointly with the Arsenal of Ideas organized an 
excursion for children from multi-child families 
and internally displaced families from Eastern 
Ukraine, around the Mystetskyi Arsenal and 
provided the kids with sweet treats.

Program Let's Improve Children's Lives

In 2017, United World Cultures Foundation 
jointly with hairstylists from Kyiv Academy of 
Hairdressing Art organized the campaign 
Happy Comb under the charity program Let's

Happy Comb is a mobile hair salon where 
most clients are children with disabilities and 
children from low-income families of all ages.

Throughout 2017, student hairdressers 
managed to pick up a proper look and 
customize haircuts for 356 children. It should 
not be overlooked that children heavily copy 
their parents’ styles so parents need to look 
good too and set the example for their child, for 
which reason 62 mothers and fathers also used 
the hairdressing services for free. 

The plus side of this cooperation between 
United World Cultures Foundation and Kyiv 
Academy of Hairdressing Art is that students 
learn to accept such children and connect with 
them, and kids with special needs find it easier 
to adapt to the social environment. We learn to 
understand how valuable and unique every 
personality is, have tolerance and respect to a 
person’s individuality, which is the 
pre-condition for creating an open, inclusive 
society.
